Get Started 
Over 3.8 million students are already proving their skills and expanding their futures with the 
PSAT/NMSQT. Your child should: 
• All 10th Grade students are scheduled for this free test and are expected to take the test. 
• Visit khanacademy.org/sat to start practicing for the PSAT/NMSQT and SAT. 
• Your student has been provided a copy of the Official Student Guide to the PSAT/NMSQT, which contains 
a full-length practice test. This practice test can also be found online at collegeboard.org/psatpractice. 

The PSAT is a lengthy test, lasting approximately three and a half hours.  Students are encouraged to get 
plenty of rest the night before the test and to eat a healthy breakfast that morning to ensure test readiness.  
All students taking the exam should come prepared with two No. 2 pencils an approved calculator and their 
home address.  
 
After testing, students will follow their regular class schedule for the remainder of the day. Buses will run 
at their regularly scheduled times.
