Job Description: The Head Coach is responsible for all aspects of the golf program.  The coach must 

demonstrate strong leadership in player and staff development, sportsmanship, integrity and character 

development.  Qualified candidates should possess strong communication and organizational skills.  

They must demonstrate exceptional knowledge of the skills and strategies of the sport of golf as it 

pertains to interscholastic athletics in Florida. 

Essential Duties & Performance Responsibilities:  

1. Delegates staff assignments to assistant coach(es).  

2. Develops and organizes practice program.  

3. Acts as liaison in relating the district golf program to the staff, administration, general public, 

and local news media.  

4. Develops and administers a continuous off-season conditioning program.  

5. Conducts and analyzes scouting reports.  

6. Evaluates assistant coaches and playing personnel and aids participants in securing scholarship 

assistance.  

7. Maintains and inventories all equipment and supplies.  

8. Plans and develops game responsibilities.  

9. Assists in the overall district golf program including little league, junior high, sophomore, and 

varsity.  

10. Assists the athletic director in scheduling, development of budget, administration of the golf 

budget, and making travel arrangements.  
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11. Maintains professional growth through attendance of coaching clinics, conferences, and post 

graduate study.  

12. Performs other tasks and assumes other responsibilities as the athletic director, principal, 

Superintendent and/or board may assign.
