College Application Process

Student Responsibility = “ownership” of process; submit




Preparation is key

e Now is the time to research colleges

e Create a list of at least 3 reach schools, 3 mid-range
and 3 safe schools

e Plan tours spring or summer prior to senior year

e Explore websites to confirm requirements including
application deadlines of each college - look for current

e Use your 10t and/or 11t grade PSAT scores to prepare
Sign into College Quickstart often and work on your
weakest areas first.

Register and test in the spring of your junior year
